Purpose 

Horizon Europe is an EU research and innovation programme. It has a budget of €95.5 billion and runs until 2027. If you’re a UK-based researcher or innovator, you can apply to most Horizon Europe funding opportunities on the same terms as EU-based applicants. We will only support one application per Horizon Europe call, and if there are competing applications, we will convene an independent review panel from the MASTS Executive Committee to decide which one to support.
Other funding streams may also be relevant for this funding, including Interreg Europe for example. 
MEER funds may be used for a wide range of engagement with European research framework process, not just the preparation of funding proposals. Examples include establishing network connections; showcasing skills and capabilities; and participating in specific networking activities both for policy influencing and project preparation.  
Amount of Award

Each MEER application can be for a maximum of up to £5,000. 
Conditions of Award

The sum can be used to assist in the development of MASTS consortia, covering, for example, economy travel and subsistence of prospective project partners to attend preparatory meetings and workshops. Modest incidental costs of staging such events. Paying for additional administrative assistance to support Principal Investigators in developing applications etc. 
Applications can be submitted at any time whilst funds remain available. 

You must be a member of a MASTS partner to apply for these funds. 
We particularly encourage ECRs to apply for this funding.
